Welcome back to the new school term, a Happy New year to you all.  We have come back with lots of energy and some new staff members who, I am sure, you will make feel at home.  I attach a staff list so you can see who is where in the School.
 

Mrs Hall, in Year 5, and Mr Sambrook join Mrs Smith and myself on the senior leadership team and we will all be working with the staff to revamp the curriculum and ensure the quality of teaching is good.   We will be observing in classrooms each week and monitoring the learning in books.  

Mr Peaple has joined the staff and he will take music and cover classes to enable staff to be released for observations, feedback and training. 

Staff will be meeting on Mondays and Wednesdays to plan and evaluate what is happening across the school.  We have introduced a new marking policy so that key pieces of learning are marked to clear criteria and the children will be given two stars and a wish at the end of the work.  Then they will be given the opportunity to practice the wish to show they can do it.  By parents evening you will be able to see this and hopefully your children will tell you about it before that.  We are focussing on maths, especially problem solving and this will be done each week.  Our first maths focus will be multiplication and we will encourage them to learn their tables. 
We are also working on written presentation.  I want to see all children working towards a neat joined style and we will be doing daily practice.  The younger children will be introduced through early cursive script where each letter has an in and out stroke which gives all letters a common entry and exit point.

As new things are introduced I will include them in my newsletters.

As you know Ofsted visited at the end of the last term and I will be writing in greater detail once the report is published (towards the end of this month).

I look forward to continuing my work with you all and feel sure that together we cam make our school the best it can be.
