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Introduction

Welcome to our prospectus - we hope that you will find it interesting and useful in
providing an insight into our school. The parents, staff, governors and everyone
connected with the school are proud of our caring tradition and our pursuit of the highest
standards in all areas of school life

The purpose of the prospectus is to provide potential parents with information about the
school. Legislation lays down a certain minimum of information which every school must
provide, but we have tried to include this and more in a way which we hope gives you a
feel for the character of the school.

Every child’s needs are different therefore we recognise that there may be areas where
more information is needed. We would encourage you to visit the school and see it for
yourself - an appointment to visit can always be made by ringing the school office on
(01344) 772034 during term time.

Short History

Wildmoor Heath School began life as Broadmoor Primary School, and was founded on
its present site in 1863, on land provided by the Broadmoor Institution. Originally
established for the education of the children of hospital staff, it started with only eighteen
pupils. Additional buildings were completed in 1969. Many changes have taken place
during the school's history leading to the change of name in September 2009. The
school's modern crest reflects the historical association with Broadmoor (the rose - still to
be seen carved on the wall of the original schoolmaster's house), the village of
Crowthorne (the crow on the thorn bush) and the Royal County of Berkshire (the crown
and two lions).

Today it is a thriving village school of approximately 210 pupils, aged between 3 and 11
years, serving the needs of the community of Crowthorne, with which it has strong links.

Change in the delivery of education has resulted in the successful implementation of our
Foundation Unit. Formerly the Crowthorne Parish Nursery, it opened in 1995 as a joint
resource with the Crowthorne Church of England School. The Foundation Unit facilitates
learning through play for children aged between 3 and 5, whilst providing continuity for all
children within a structured learning environment. During the year your child turns 4, you
need to apply for a place at the school via the Bracknell Forest Borough Council
admissions procedure.

About the School

The school is located in Lower Broadmoor Road in Crowthorne. It is situated in grounds
which include a large playing field and nature area.

The school has 8 classes with one class per year group. The first two years comprise the
Foundation Unit, Years 1 and 2 are Key Stage 1 with Years 3-6 being Key Stage 2.The
school is organised around a central courtyard and main hall.

Each class has a full time class teacher who is supported each morning by a classroom
assistant. Where there are children in a class who have been identified as having special
educational needs, there may be additional support in place.



Mission Statement

o develop an understanding of sustainable development, and respect both
their immediate environment and the world in which we live.

Curriculum Structure

The National Curriculum is taught in the two Key Stages. At the end of each Key Stage
formal assessments are undertaken - called Standard Assessment Tests (or SATs for
short). These consist of ongoing assessments as well as formal tests.At Key Stages 1
and 2 all children at the school study the following subjects as part of the National
Curriculum:

English (Literacy) Mathematics (Numeracy)
Information and Communication Technology (ICT) Science

Design Technology (including food technology) History

Geography Art and Design

Music Religious Education Physical Education

Some subjects are taught separately but others are integrated so that areas, for example,

of Geography or History may be covered during English.
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In English and Mathematics every class uses the Primary Strategy. This is a detailed
framework for teaching both subjects.

In English, units of work will include reading, spelling, punctuation, grammar and writing
in a variety of different forms, sometimes using other subjects to show how the skill can
be applied.

The Mathematics curriculum includes regular oral and mental work, followed by the
teaching of different strategies for solving problems, and children are given the
opportunity to explain how they would solve a problem. Pupils will be given clear
instructions and questioned to ascertain their understanding; they may also spend time
working together in groups or in pairs. There is a great emphasis on oral and mental
work.

Information and Communication Technology (ICT) is a core subject. We teach basic
skills so children can apply these in context in other curriculum subjects. Each class has
an interactive whiteboard and at least three networked computers with access to the
Internet. The school also has a bank of 32 laptops in place of an ICT suite. These are
used to integrate ICT skills until other curriculum subjects.

The school learning platform is a secure site accessed through the main school website
(www.wildmoorheath.org.uk). Each child has an individual login and password. Teachers
add homework, resources and useful websites to the learning platform as well as
discussion forums for the children to contribute to.

Science is taught in KS1 and 2 and encompasses investigations, physical processes
materials and their properties. We aim to link science as much as possible to real life
applications eg design and technology etc.

Sex education is included within the Health Education policy. In years 3 and 4,
reproduction is discussed in general terms within the Science curriculum. Personal
hygiene is covered in Year 5 and in Year 6 human reproduction is taught via the school
nurse.

Citizenship draws children’s attention to everyday issues affecting society such as litter,
vandalism, conservation, safety, law and order, and equal opportunities.

French is taught in Year 3 and 4. German is taught in Year 5 and 6.

In Religious Education, we aim to develop each child’s knowledge and understanding of
Christianity and the other principal religions represented in Great Britain. We focus on
children developing a positive attitude to all people, respecting their right to hold different
beliefs. We aim to enhance their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development.

Parents have the right to withdraw their children from Religious Education and Sex
Education. If you wish to do so, please discuss this with the Head Teacher.

The children attend school for the following length of time:

Curriculum Objectives

offers challenge leading to the highest standards of personal achievement, taking
account of ability and aptitude;

includes assessment of the progress and attainment of each pupil;
includes recording and reporting of the progress and attainment of each pupil;

prepares children for the responsibilities and opportunities that arise throughout life in
a multi-cultural and technological society;

extends knowledge, analytical capability, imagination and understanding in ways
which develop critical awareness of moral values, and capacity for enjoyment;

develops constructive attitudes and qualities through spiritual awareness and
aesthetic appreciation, and fosters respect for the environment;

promotes equality of opportunity, and an understanding of and respect for, the rights
of others;

promotes the importance of healthy living and emphasises the value of personal
relationships based on mutual respect;

encourages partnership with the family, the business community and society at large,
leading to an appreciation of the value of co-operative development.

Sport

We endeavour to channel energy, high spirits and competitiveness in a socially beneficial
way. We believe that the most important concepts to be learned from sport are fair play,
self-discipline, respect for others, learning to play by the rules and teamwork.

In PE, we teach a range of team sports including rugby, cricket, netball, and hockey.
Other sports, such as gym and dance activities are also offered. Year 3 take swimming
lessons. Our sports teaching is enhanced by the provision of coaches by Bracknell Forest
Borough Council for rugby and cricket. We take part in the Bracknell Forest primary
schools festivals throughout the year. Check our website for our successes!



Arts

We believe that it is important for children to be given a range of cultural experiences in
school. We do this by inviting theatre groups in to give live performances, and a range of
visits and visitors to enhance the curriculum.

The children in Year 4 are all learn to play a brass instrument free of charge through the
Widening Opportunities Fund. Parents are asked to pay insurance for the loan of an
instrument. Children have the option to continue is offered.We have a range of
instruments that you can borrow.

Scamps Music can provide tuition for the guitar and this would be paid for by parents.

South Hill Park Arts Centre in Bracknell offer a wide variety of artists to schools and in
past years we have worked with a variety of artists on printing and mosaic projects.

We take part in the annual Bracknell Forest Schools Carol Concert and the bi-annual
Crowthorne Carnival Procession and Music Festival.

Health Education

We hold the Healthy School status and this is continually updated and reviewed. This
means we aim to provide a physical environment that is conducive to learning. This
includes looking at school organisation, ethos, environment and the involvement of the
family and the community.

The children are taught about the harmful effects of smoking and alcohol, and the
dangers of the abuse of drugs and other substances as well as dietary matters and the
need for exercise. A healthy diet is encouraged, with milk being supplied for the
Foundation classes.

Wildmoor Heath School is a No-Smoking site.
Dogs (other than guide dogs) are not allowed on the site.

As part of making a contribution to the school community, children in year 6 volunteer to
be Buddies (Yellow Hats). They are given various responsibilities and duties to assist
within the school community.



A Peer Mediation scheme is in place. The pupils in Year 5 and 6 choose the pupils that
they feel will make good mediators. Training on the use of appropriate strategies is given.
They wear blue hats and help solve disagreements. They can then feed back any
concerns which they have.

Collective Worship

At Wildmoor Heath School we recognise that worship should encourage a sense of awe
and wonder, and foster a respect for the world and its peoples. It reflects the varied
beliefs and experiences of the children and teachers and provides a personal space to be
quiet, to think and pray or reflect.

Parents have the right to withdraw their children from collective worship. If you wish to do
so, please discuss this with the Head Teacher.

Cultural Experiences

Opportunities are given to study and
reflect on the different cultures of the
children within the school. We also aim to
develop children’s understanding of other =
cultures around the world.

Rights, Respect and
Responsibility

The children are taught that all children
have rights, and with these rights come
responsibilities, through studying the
United Nations Convention on the Rights
of the Child. They learn to recognise that
all children have the same rights,
regardless of race, gender, disability or
other factors that may lead to
discrimination.




Equality of Opportunity

We aim to educate, develop and prepare all our pupils for life, regardless of their creed,
colour, culture or origin. The school welcomes all children whatever their needs and
addresses accessibility issues as and when they arise. Parents are encouraged to share
any issues with us.

Special Educational Needs

We endeavour to identify early any child
who may have special educational needs.
in order to give them the right provision or
intervention. We use teacher assessment
and formal assessments in order to make
the right provision and facilitate the correct
intervention from external agencies.

The school will admit pupils already
identified with special educational needs.

Gifted and Talented Children

Gifted and Talented children include academically able children as well as those talented
at arts and sports

The school provides for academically able children within
the main curriculum by differentiating work or with
extension activities.

We develop those who have significant talent in specific
fields by encouraging them to take part in extra-curricular
activities.

Wildmoor Heath Foundation Unit

At Wildmoor Heath Foundation Unit, our aim is to provide a variety of activities and
educational experiences in a happy and stimulating environment, serving the needs and
interests of the children whilst following the guidelines of the Early Years Foundation
Stage. We do this by introducing the children to a morning of structured play activities.
The children learn to be independent, o handle equipment and to have fun together!

In the Unit we aim to encourage the children to talk, to listen attentively, to recognise print
and to start developing their writing skills. Opportunities to play imaginatively, sing songs
and learn rhymes are given all of which contribute to the development of language and
literacy skills.

Natural curiosity is stimulated through a wide variety of activities, use of language
observation and comparison.
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We provide an atmosphere where the children
can explore, discover, investigate and
communicate. The children will be introduced
to Information and Communication Technology
and taught how to learn or enhance a range of
skills using drawing, painting and music.

Physical development, an awareness of their
own bodies, and increasing control and co-
ordination of movement, are achieved through
games and the use of large and small
apparatus, both inside and outside.

The Foundation Unit environment is a place
where each child learns how to integrate into a
new group and make new friends whilst they
develop self confidence, independence and
self control. Expression of their own feelings
and respect for the feelings of others and of
the environment is encouraged

Admissions Policy

This policy is for admission to Foundation 1 (Nurse ry). For admission to
Foundation 2 (Reception), the BFBC policy is follow  ed.

All admissions are considered on
merit, in accordance with the policy
described below. As an equal
opportunities establishment, all
applications will be treated equally,
regardless of race, colour, gender
or disability. Admission decisions
will be made at the end of the
preceding academic year.

Whilst children will ideally be offered at least three terms in F1, the length of time
spent in F1 will vary according to demand. The minimum age on admission will
be three years.

Late application requests will be considered individually, whenever places are
available according to the admission criteria.

Requests for transfers from other nurseries will be considered individually,
whenever places are available.

Where the number of applicants exceeds the number of places available, priority
will be given using the following criteria:
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a. SEN

b. Children who have siblings at Wildmoor Heath School.

c. Children who live in Crowthorne Parish.

d. Age

e. By shortest distance from borders of the catchment area (as the crow flies)

If the Foundation Unit is unable to offer a place, then those children will be put on to a
waiting list. Places will be offered, following the admission criteria, when space
becomes available.

Communication with Parents

Assessment will take place throughout the year.

Each term children complete independent
writing assessments and maths tests.

Parents have the opportunity to formally
discuss their child’s progress and targets at
meeting in the Autumn and Spring terms. An
annual report is written each summer and sent
. to parents.

please check with your children (and their bags) on a regular basis. Information can also
be gained via the website.

Parents may ask at the office if they wish to see the statutory instruments and circulars
from the DfE, a copy of the Ofsted report from May 2010 or any of the school policies.

The School Day

The school opens at 8:50am on each weekday and the register is taken by 9:00am.
Children and parents wait on the playground. Children are not supervised before 8:50am,
so parents are asked to either stay with their young children or to make other
arrangements (e.g. with another parent) until the start of school.

The children break for lunch between 12.00 and 1.00. School meals are offered or the
children may bring a packed lunch from home.

The school day ends at 3:15pm.

Foundation 1 starts at 8:50am and finishes at 11.50am.

Complaints Procedure

Inevitably there will be occasions, hopefully rare, when there is something which causes
concern to parents. It is always best for such concerns to be dealt with as quickly as
possible; in the first instance contact should be made with the Headteacher.

In exceptional cases, the school follows the Bracknell Forest Borough Council procedure
for considering complaints. This is available on request from the school office.

Behaviour

Each class has a class charter drawn up by the children and teacher at the beginning of
year. This charter explains the rights that all children have in the class, and the
responsibilities they have to show. The children are encouraged to report any concern
immediately to an adult.

Bad behaviour is dealt with internally initially, with parents becoming involved if is felt that
it would be beneficial for home and school to work together to successfully address the
situation.

It is expected that children take responsibility for their own actions and behaviour and to
understand the consequences if they are unable to do so.
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Anti-bullying

Each year we take part in the Bracknell Forest ‘anti-bullying’ week, and we focus on
bullying during PSHE sessions. Children are always encouraged to speak to an adult if
they have any concerns.

Attendance

It is very important that children attend school regularly so that they have continuity of
learning and that they do not miss any aspect of the curriculum.

If your child is unable to attend school, it is important that the school is notified on the
first day of his/her absence. Parents/carers will be contacted if a child is absent without
explanation. Unexplained absences are recorded as ‘Unauthorised absences’ and
your child’s school is required by law to report poor attendance to the Local Authority

Please note that intermittent gaps in education hav e a detrimental effect on pupils
‘attainment and that ‘odd days’ add up.

All schools are required to record pupil attendance and to publish absence rates. In our
school there were 59,408 pupil sessions in the year 2008/2009. In this same period there
were 2354 authorised absences and 1094 unauthorised absences. The rate of
unauthorised absences (as a percentage of total pupil sessions) was therefore 1.8 %.

Punctuality

We actively discourage late arrival as this seriously disrupts learning for all pupils in the
class. Persistent lateness will be monitored and followed up swiftly.
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Holidays during term time

The Government’s recommendation is that parents should not take pupils on holiday
during term time, and schools are required to dissuade parents from so doing. Absences
during term time are authorised by the Head Teacher only in exceptional

circumstances. The cost of holidays is NOT consider ed by the government as
exceptional circumstances.

Medical Information

We are a caring school and staff would always act as a reasonably prudent parent to
make sure that the children's welfare is safeguarded. This extends to administering
medicines which may be required to enable a child to take a full part in education, e.g.
asthma drugs, as long as the necessary paperwork is completed. Medicines by injection
will only be administered in emergencies in order to save life, e.g. Epipen for nut allergy.
Other prescribed medicines will only be given if a parent has completed the necessary
consent form available from the Office.

Child Protection

We are committed to ensuring that all of our children are well cared for, safe and secure.

We carry out CRB checks on all staff members when they are appointed, and make sure
that all staff undergo basic child protection training.

The school follows the Bracknell Forest Child Protection Procedures and works with other
agencies which support children and their families. Parents should be aware that in the
case of urgent/repeated incidents, the school is obliged to discuss/refer these to other
appropriate agencies.

The Head Teacher, Deputy Head and Family Support Advisor have enhanced Child
Protection training, and are responsible for the implementation of procedures.
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After-School Club — The Zone

The Zone is an after-school club run by a committee of parents. It runs from 3.35pm-
5.30pm. Children are supervised in class straight after school, and then go to the Zone
for 3.35pm. The Zone is held in the F1 room. Staff provide a wide variety of organised

activities to occupy and entertain the children. A snack is given and the children are
encouraged to complete homework.

The registration fee is £10 with a charge of £7.50 per session this is reduced to £6.50 if a
sibling attends. The club currently does not operate in the holidays.

Wildmoor Heath Parent Teacher Associa tion

The Wildmoor Heath Parent Teacher Association exists to raise funds on behalf of the
school, and to arrange social activities for everyone involved with the school. The
funds are used to buy equipment and fund outings which could not otherwise be

provided for by the school's budget. This is of huge benefit to the children. All
parents are automatically members of the Association and are encouraged to join
in our meetings and activities.

Uniform

The official school colours are maroon and sky blue. The recommended uniform is:

Children bring a change of shoes (trainers) , to be kept in school, for use at playtime.

For PE, children must have a change of clothing. PE uniform is navy shorts and pale blue
T-shirts.
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All clothing must be clearly marked with your child 'S hame.

The school office sells most items of school uniform; order forms are available in the
school entrance or on the school website.

Appearance and Jewellery

Children should look smart when wearing their school uniform. Long shoulder length hair
should be tied back and off the face. There should be no extremes of style e.g. marks cut
into the hair or the use of different colours.

With the exception of Medic-Alert bracelets and earrings, children are not allowed to wear
jewellery at school. If your child has pierced ears, plain studs must be worn. Earrings
must be removed for PE lessons. We advise parents not to get children’s pierced during
term time, as studs cannot be removed for 6 weeks. Watches may be worn but should
be clearly marked with your child's name. If you wish your child to wear jewellery for
religious reasons, please speak to the Head Teacher. No other body jewellery should be
worn.

Car Parking

Car parking and the safety of the children is an ongoing cause for concern. Car parking
at the school is for staff and official visitors on ly. There are parking bays along Lower
BroadmoorRoad and on School Hill. It is illegal to park on the yellow lines on these
roads. Please do not cause a nuisance to our neighbours and other road users or a
danger to our children.

Admissions

Admission to Wildmoor Heath School is dealt with by Bracknell Forest Borough Council.
The School Admissions Team can be contacted on 01344 354023 or 01344 354144.

We welcome visits from applicants to view the school and to discuss admission with the
Head Teacher. Please contact the school on 01344 772034 to arrange an appointment.

Charging Policy

There is no charge for admission into
the Foundation Unit, the school or for
the education provided during school
hours, materials or equipment.

Residential trips take place in Years 5
and 6 with Year 5 going to Ufton Court
for 3 days and Year 6 going to Isle of
Wight for 5 days. The cost of these will
be advised at the start of the school
year and payment is needed in full
before the starting date of the trip.

For all Educational Visits during school
hours, a voluntary contribution will be
requested. No child will be excluded from such an activity if its parents are unable to
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contribute, but the activity may have to be cancelled if the majority of the parents fail to
contribute.

If your family has difficulty making these contributions, it is possible that there may be
help available, please contact the school office for more information.

National School Tests & Teacher Assessments

Foundation Unit

Children in both F2 and F1 (formerly the Nursery) follow the Early Years Foundation
Stage. This is divided into six areas of development.

We complete ongoing assessments on the children, these observations are then used to
identify individual learning needs to plan exciting and motivating activities. All adults
contribute to these observations, recorded in a Learning Journal, to help get an all-round
assessment of the child’s interests and needs. Parents are encouraged to collect
evidence from outside the Unit, eg special occasions such as birthdays/holidays etc or
when the child has learnt a new skill.

Key Stage 1 and 2

Each summer all children in Year 2 are formally assessed using teacher assessment.
Tests are also used to verify the teacher’'s judgements. These are moderated by the
Local Authority.

Each summer, all children in Year 6 take national tests in English and Maths. The tests
are known as the Standard Assessment Tests (SATs). They are tested on English
(reading, and writing, in which handwriting and spelling will be taken into account), and
Maths (with and without a calculator). Teacher assessment is also carried out in these
subjects, as well as in Science.

The average 7-year-old is expected to achievéd Rve

Results

Each school has to publish their results for their 7-year-olds and 11-year-olds, and also
provide details of the national average results for the previous year. The results are all
expressed as percentages. In a small school such as ours, each child represents

between 3% and 4% of the results, the performance of a single child significantly
affecting the average.
