We are always trying hard to improve the service that we deliver to you and to your children and know that communicating with you is important so that everyone is kept informed.

Sending written information home can be rather ‘hit and miss’ with letters often going missing along the way! We are also increasingly aware of the environmental impact of the amount of paper we use.

We therefore use a service called Schoolcomms which enables the school to send their letters and messages directly to parents by email and text messages.
Email will be used for information such as the weekly newsletters or letters regarding clubs or school trips. Text messages might be used for more urgent information eg if a visit offsite is going to returning later than expected at the end of the school day.
For those parents who do not have access to email, we will until further notice continue to send paper messages home as well. We hope that by using Schoolcomms you receive information from the school in a reliable, timely and efficient manner, and that you won’t need to trawl through the contents of your children’s school bags or queue at the school office for replacement letters!
In order to use Schoolcomms, we need to confirm that parent’s email addresses and mobile telephone numbers are up to date, and would ask you to complete the form below. Please be assured that the Schoolcomms service has its own highly secure server and does not share its data with anyone. There is no advertising associated with this scheme. Emails arrive under the name of the school so the recipient knows that it is a proper message. Parents can save the SMS number in their contacts list to identify them.
